SCHOLARSHIP FUND POLICY

WEBB LODGE #166 F.&A.M.

1. The following policy being adopted by Webb Lodge #166 F.&A.M. shall be the governing criteria of the Scholarship Committee.

2. This Scholarship Fund Policy shall be a Standing Resolution of Webb Lodge #166 F.&A.M. and not made a part of said Lodges’ By-Laws.

3. The Scholarship Committee shall consist of three Master Masons in Good standing of said Lodge, appointed by the Worshipful Master to a term of three years.  The Brother serving on this committee for the third year is considered to be the Chairman.  However; The Worshipful Master is by his office the Ex Officio Chairman of all committees when he deems it necessary to attend. Initial appointments will designate who the Chairman will be and his term will be one year, the additional two appointments will also reflect who will have a term of 2 or 3 years.

4. A Scholarship Fund, Certificate of Deposit, shall be used as the primary source of revenue in awarding the scholarships and or grants.  

5. The members of the Scholarship Committee shall have soul authority/power to award Scholarships.

6. Scholarships shall be awarded on an annual basis, provided funds are available.

7. Applications shall be submitted to the Westside, Richmond Academy,  Lakeside, Greenbrier, and Evans High School Guidance offices, and forwarded to the Committee for review and awarding. All applications will be forwarded to the Scholarship Committee no later than April 30th of each year.

8. Immediate family members of the Brothers of Webb Lodge #166 are eligible under the provisions of this policy, including Step-Children and Grand-Children.

9. The recipient or recipients shall be a member of the current graduating class of (Named High Schools) or have graduated from said High Schools excluding relatives of members of Webb Lodge #166, F.&A.M.

10. Other determining factors are listed and given equal priority:

A. Character

B. Financial Need

C. Grade Point Average (3.0 minimum on a scale of 4.0)

D. SAT/ACT Scores

E. Community and Extracurricular School Activities

11. An application with a Personal bio-graphical profile is required.

12. The recipient or recipients shall be accepted by an accredited academic degree granting educational institution.

13. The recipient or recipients shall be recommended by a least two members of the professional staff of their high School.

14. Applications will be accepted from all individuals meeting the above criteria regardless of sex, race, color, creed, religion or national origin.

15. The scholarship will be paid to the academic institution selected by the recipient and will be designated for tuition and fees. If the recipient is awarded the Georgia Hope Scholarship, this scholarship may be used for books and room and board.  In the event that the student withdraws, all remaining funds will be returned to the Webb Masonic Lodge Scholarship Fund.
